CORONAVIRUS COVID-19
AND SAN MATEO COUNTY HEALTH DIRECTIVE
FROM MARCH 14, 2020

On March 17, 2020, the Governor of California issued Executive Order N-29-20 suspending certain provisions of the Ralph M. Brown Act in
order to allow for local legislative bodies to conduct their meetings telephonically or by other electronic means.

REQUEST

Request for a Use Permit to construct a 249 sq. ft. residential addition that would exceed the
maximum permitted lot coverage for the property, pursuant to Section 12.200.050 of the San Bruno
Municipal Code. Matt and Hart Rardin (owners), James Severson, Eco Island Architecture (applicant).

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the Architectural Review Committee forward Use Permit UP21-014 to the
Planning Commission for approval based on Findings 1-3.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed project includes a major interior remodel, and a 249 square foot addition to accommodate
the re-configured bedrooms, bathrooms, kitchen, and laundry area. The total proposed addition of 249
square feet would increase the existing house from 1,806 square feet to 2,055 square feet. The
proposed street level would include a large, combined kitchen, dining room, and living room, one
bedroom, one bathroom, a one-car garage, existing accessory dwelling unit, and un-enclosed porch
area. The proposed upper level would include the master bedroom and bathroom, one bedroom, and
laundry area. The entire home would include 3 bedrooms, 2 bathrooms, existing accessory dwelling
unit, and existing one-car garage.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

This project qualifies for the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Exemption
Class 1, Section 15301.e.(2) (A): Existing Facilities, where the addition will not result in an increase of
more 10,000 square feet and the project is located in the area where all public services and facilities
are available to allow for maximum development permissible in the General Plan.

Staff sent a courtesy notice to property owners within 300 feet on January 28, 2022.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Staff has not received any public comments concerning the project.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

The subject lot measures 3,750 square feet and currently consists of a single-family home with an
attached one-car garage. The subject property is located on Acacia Avenue in San Bruno Park 4
subdivision (Please refer to Exhibit A, Site Location), between San Felipe Avenue and Santa Lucia
Avenue. The current home includes three bedrooms, two bathroom and a one-car garage with 1,806
square feet of gross floor area. The neighborhood that surrounds the subject property shares similar
architectural building style, as they were developed at roughly the same time.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

e Previous additions or alterations: Converted the existing lower-level unit into a 366 square
foot ADU in 2021; removed and replaced twelve windows and one patio door in 2019;
constructed a 391 square foot addition for a bedroom and bathroom in 1999.

e Code enforcement: There were no known Code enforcement cases for this property.

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STAFF’'S PROJECT ANALYSIS

Pursuant to Section 12.200.050 of the code, the project requires a Use Permit because it exceeds the
maximum allowable lot coverage. The project proposes to construct a 249 square foot addition to
accommodate the bedroom, bathroom, kitchen, and laundry area which will be reconfigured in the major
interior remodel. The existing 1,900 lot coverage exceeds the maximum allowable lot coverage of 1,814
square feet. The proposed project would increase the lot coverage to 2,025 square feet, exceeding the
maximum allowable lot coverage by 211 square feet. The Use Permit is required to analyze whether
the proposed project would be compatible with the existing neighborhood character and scale.

When investigating the site, it was observed that many of the homes in the surrounding neighborhood
are multi-storied and several of the homes feature two stories with basement-level garages. Even
though the proposed construction exceeds the maximum permissible lot coverage, its overall mass and
size is in keeping with other houses on Acacia Avenue. Further, the proposed addition stays within the
side and rear setbacks, while maintaining the current front setback from the property line. The proposed
exterior materials include asphalt shingles for the roof, white vinyl Milgard windows, and skim coat
plaster finish for exterior walls which match the color and texture of the existing stucco walls. Similar
finishes are commonly seen in the neighborhood homes. Staff concluded that the proposed addition,
although it exceeds the maximum permissible lot coverage, is compatible with the overall neighborhood
character and scale.

San Bruno Residential Design Guidelines

The San Bruno Residential Design Guidelines recommends any new second story construction to
either meet the daylight plane requirement or to add facade articulation through step back, roof
overhangs or window treatments. By doing so, privacy concerns of adjacent properties can be
adequately mitigated. The project meets the fagade articulation requirement because the addition is
proposed for the rear of the building. The proposed addition also meets the minimum rear and side
setback requirements per section SBMC 12.200.030.

The proposed addition complies with the basic design principles outlined in the San Bruno Residential
Design Guidelines as they reinforce the prevailing neighborhood development patterns while respecting
the scale, bulk and character of adjacent homes. The applicant proposes to install additional
landscaping upgrades in the rear yard, such as implementing 234 square feet of pervious brick pavers.
The project proposes a total of 689 square feet of landscaped area. The proposal will reduce pervious
materials by removing an existing patio slab to generally comply with the permeable and impermeable
area requirements per 12.96.060, D of the San Bruno Municipal Code. The proposed addition would
have a gabled roof with the same slope as the existing gabled roof. Overall, the project meets the
height, impervious surface, setback, yard, and parking requirements of the zoning district.

FINDINGS

Use Permit Findings

1. Will not under the circumstances of the particular case, be detrimental to the health, safety,
morals, comfort and general welfare of the persons residing or working in the
neighborhood of such proposed use. (SBMC 12.112.050.B.1)

CITY OF SAN BRUNO COMMUNITY AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT
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The project has been adequately reviewed and conditioned to ensure that the home will be constructed
according to the California Building Code (CBC) and will not be detrimental to the health, safety and
general welfare of the persons residing in the neighborhood.

2. Will not be injurious or detrimental to property and improvement in the neighborhood or to
the general welfare of the city. (SBMC 12.112.050.B.2)

The proposed new construction and materials are consistent with the existing structure and comply
with the elements of the San Bruno Residential Design Guidelines and therefore the project will not be
detrimental to property and improvement in the neighborhood or to the general welfare of the City.

3. That the proposed development is consistent with the San Bruno General Plan. (SBMC
12.108.050.B.3)

The San Bruno General Plan designates the property as a Low-Density Residential district and allows
the establishment of single-family residence. The development of existing single-family dwelling is
consistent with the General Plan designation.

Conclusion
Staff supports the proposed project and its design and recommends Architectural Review Committee
to forward the Use Permit for approval to the Planning Commission.
