SUBJECT: Resolution Authorizing City Manager to Approve Extension of the 2014 Concert Series
to Include Fridays in September

BACKGROUND:

The Concerts In the Park series began in the summer of 2001 with four concert offerings, two on
Fridays and two on Sundays. In the summer of 2002, Concerts in the Park was moved to Friday
evening in August. The concerts have become very popular with the Community of San Bruno over
the past few years. The attendance ranges from 300 to over 500 attendees each week.

Each year, $5,000 is budgeted for the concert series to pay for the bands. The cost to hire a band
ranges from $800 to $2,000 per band depending on the size of the band, quality of the music and type
of music they are playing.

The Recreation Division solicits sponsors for the concert series to assist in offsetting the cost for the
bands, staff and supplies needed to run the program. In return, the sponsors’ names are printed on all
the marketing materials for the concert including in the publicity posters, Community Services Activity
Guide and the ads placed on Cable TV channel 1.

DISCUSSION:

Due to the popularity, the community has requested the Department extend the concert series into
September. The weather is traditionally warm in September and it is anticipated concerts would have
a large attendance in September.

Staff begins auditioning and interviewing bands in early February and advertises the concert series in
the Summer Activity Guide which is distributed to the community in mid-April. For continuity, the
extended concerts would be advertised in the Summer Activity Guide. Staff would need full
confirmation from the bands in early March 2014ker in order for the schedule to be placed in the
summer guide.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The cost to hold four additional concerts in September is approximately $5,000. As in the
past, the Recreation Division will continue to solicit sponsors for the concerts. By advertising
nine concerts as opposed to five concerts, the hope is to increase the sponsorship
participation. The intent would be to cover the majority of the concert cost though
sponsorship, using the budgeted funds only in the case the full amount is not realized.
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
