	a.   Remove storage from exits, aisles, corridors and on or under stairways and fire escapes.
	

	
	b.   Remove storage to 18” below level of sprinklers, 36” for storage over 12 feet high, or 24” in unsprinklered building
	

	
	c.   Reduce storage height to below 12 feet or obtain High-pile Combustible Storage Permit. Contact Fire Department.
	

	
	d.   Remove storage from boiler rooms, mechanical rooms, laundry rooms and/or electrical rooms
